A. Goals:

· To provide opportunities for on-going advanced level professional development

· To build a competent, confident and congruent professional team which can provide training and supervision on counseling/supervision using the Satir Model 

· To encourage continuous professional growth among fellow members

B. Pre-requisites:

	1. Satir supervision training
	Holder of the Certificate for Clinical Supervision Training Course conferred by the HKSC

	2. Professional membership
	Clinical Membership of the HKSC; or equivalent

	3. Continuing education in related field
	At least 20 hours in the last 2 years

	4. Clinical work
	Offered at least 120 hours (in forms of individual, dyad or group) supervision on counseling/supervision using the Satir Model in the last 4 years after obtained the Certificate for Clinical Supervisor Training Course (at least 40 hours should be offered in the HKSC)

	5. Experience of being supervised
	Received at least 60 hours (in forms of individual, dyad or group) of recognized supervision on supervision conducted either by live supervision, video recording or oral presentation in the last 4 years after obtained the Certificate for Clinical Supervision Training Course. (The live supervision should consist of 2 hours. The first hour is for direct observation and the second hour is for learning. Peer supervision among the supervisors is recognized.)  

	6. Interview
	Attending an interview by the representatives of the of the Board of Directors of HKSC for final approval


C. Application Fee:  $500 (five-year term)
D. Entitlement/Benefits:
1. Membership on Approved Clinical Supervisor entitles the use of the title of ACS of HKSC 
2. ACS are eligible to be nominated as representatives of HKSC in international conferences and other exchanges.

3. ACS are entitled to receive 2 free supervision sessions per year.
4. ACS are entitled to take part in specified course at concessionary rate.
D. Liabilities: To abide by the guideline of ethical practice set forth by the HKSC.  
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
